With our 
littlest dancers (3-5 years) it 
may take a couple of classes 
before your child feels 
comfortable with your 
leaving.  
 
Once settled, parents are not 
able to observe classes 
whilst in progress due to the 
distraction it causes to both 
the teachers and the 
students.  
 
We are committed to 
providing the best value for 
money we can, and 
distractions disturb the focus 
and momentum of the class, 
which in turn reduces the 
quality of tuition.  
 
OPEN DAYS 
It’s important that you are 
able to share part of your 
child’s dancing journey with 
them! As a result, the last 
class of every term is OPEN 
DAY where parents are 
invited to watch our class in 
action. Cameras welcome!

The building was going to 
cost me approximately 
$30,000 to fit out and 
$40,000 annually to rent.  
 
Our own venue is 
something we still want to 
achieve in the future, and 
when it occurs again we will 
be asking for your support 
and understanding as to 
why we have made the 
decision and the move – it 
is after all in an effort to 
continuously improve the 
level of services we offer.  
 
There are many dance 
schools in this area, of 
varying standard, but we 
want to be the best, and we 
believe you want the same 
for your children, which is 
why we are prepared to 
make such investments.  
 

Thankyou to the existing 
families who have made the 
move with us to the new 
Turramurra Ballet Studio. 
 
We are primarily a Classical 
Ballet School – it is 
important for me that 
students have access to 
appropriate facilities (sprung 
floor, mirrors and barres.) I 
have worked as a ballet 
teacher for 11 years and 
have two qualifications in an 
effort to ensure I provide the 
best quality tuition I can. 
Therefore it is important to 
ME that I also provide good 
facilities, even if they come 
at greater financial costs 
(which they do!) 
 
Some of you may know I 
spent 6 months of 2008 
looking for our own venue. I 
did find one however the 
planning permit was not 
successful. 
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
